2 hours of talk for the Summer School on games, capacities and set functions, and a one hour
talk for the Workshop, on the core of games with restricted cooperation.

The scientific program was of high level, most of the invited speakers being at the top level in
their topic, especially in fuzzy and multi-valued logic, the main topic of the workshop and
summer school (several talks by S. Gottwald, P. Cintula, G. Gerla and N.J.J. Smith), but also
in imprecise probabilities (3 talks by A. Bronevich) and close topics (capacity, games, by
myself), and in rough sets theory (several talks by A. Skowron and D. Slezak). Also, they
were very interesting talks by I. Diintsch, opening new horizons along the line of mereology,
mereotopology (geometry without points) and rough sets.

The organization was excellent, the site (University of Olomouc, Faculty of Science) was
perfect for this kind of event. All was done to have a fruitful exchange with the participants. |
personnally had fruitful discussions with A. Bronevich and I. Diintsch, as well as with
participants of Olomouc.
